	1.  Adjournment - Tony Molland reported that the Village Design Statement should be processed without any problems.  Radical changes were in the pipeline, particularly with regard to Primary Care Trusts.  There was concern regarding the expenditure being considered by WCC on the upgrading of fingerposts (Quiet Lanes Project) when there were other services which were facing cuts.
Dominic Campbell reported that there was a meeting of the Pewsey Leisure Centre Management Committee tomorrow evening.  He would report again later, but it was felt that the centre was being underused.  (It was reported later in the meeting that Upavon users of the Centre felt that it was not accessible enough, due to the monopoly of the school and that they would use it more if it was more available). 

It was possible that there would be some changes to the current refuse collection and recycling arrangements.

Pat Eyre was asked to arrange for KDC to supply 2 litter bins, location to be decided.

Charlie Shea-Simonds reported that he had received a letter from KDC admitting that they had removed the litter bin from by the lower bus shelter.  Dominic Campbell reported that KDC seemed to have a policy of removing services which were problematic.  He pointed out that KDC were subject to national dictates.  Charlie Shea-Simonds stated that the present system was not satisfactory.  Dominic Campbell felt that more attention should be paid to the villages in the area.  It was suggested that in future parishes might become responsible for the provision and emptying of litter bins.
Charlie Shea-Simonds reported that Wessex Water had now cut off the water supply to the toilets.  It was felt that KDC do not now have any reason for delaying their demolition.  Anthony Willis had written a letter, asking that the area be tarmaced and more parking places provided.  It was understood that the costs would be £7000 - £10000.  It was hoped that the work would be undertaken at the end of November.
Gary Sears reported that there had been some shed and garage break-ins in the area, but that otherwise it was fairly quiet.  There had also been some cases of cars which were ‘off the road’ being taken.  He apologised for the Neighbourhood Watch bulletin not being available, but this was due to understaffing.  He stated that there was a changing situation at Pewsey and that he would be moving.  There are currently only 2 operational staff at Pewsey.
There will be a new non-emergency number available in the near future.

Once these are installed, it will be necessary to make arrangements for their emptying.
Charlie Shea-Simonds emphasised that reports to the Council should be submitted by email to Pat Eyre for forwarding in advance of the meeting.

	6.   Youth Project & Upper Playground -  Richard Evans presented the minutes of the Upavon Community Group meeting on 2.10.06, a copy of which has been circulated to Councillors and will be attached to these minutes.  Work had started on the hard surface area, the hedge had been trimmed and the railings re-aligned.  Work should be completed in about a week’s time.  The old Pavilion site had been levelled.  It would be necessary to re-seed some of the grassed areas.  The old five a side goalposts had been removed and the new goalposts are retained by Richard Evans for safekeeping.  After the completion of the current work there will be a balance in excess of £3000 and there will be opportunities to apply for new grants.  Consideration will be given to further provision at the next meeting.  Ali Perry is helping the group with necessary changes to the constitution and will be meeting with Michael Parson.  She has been invited to attend the Parish Council meeting on 15.11.06.  She has also been in touch with the police regarding security at the site.  Michael Parson has considered the Constitution and has prepared a draft regarding the management of the site which will be circulated for consideration.  A draft of the proposed new constitution will follow.  The next meeting will be on Monday 6th November at the school at 6.30 p.m.
Charlie Shea-Simonds asked for a letter to be sent to John Stevens and his helpers, thanking them for all the work they had done on the site.  It was felt that he should be re-imbursed for costs incurred in moving rubble, etc.
He also suggested that the railing should be painted.

Regarding the Constitution he emphasised that members of the group were welcome to attend any of the Parish Council meetings.

It was felt that the money donated by the Parish Council had now been spent and the balance remaining in the group’s funds had been raised by applying for grants.
