	5.  Environment  -  Listing of red telephone box at Upper Village - no further progress.
                            -  It was reported that the MOD were considering various options regarding runways for unmanned aircraft.  These were not expected to be in use in the near future.
                             -  It was reported that recently there had not been any vandalism in the Lower Playing Field.  It was felt that the climbing frame needed to be replaced.  It was expected that this piece of equipment would fail the ROSPA inspection.  Alistair Fyfe and Michael Parson would obtain estimates for dismantling it and installation of a replacement for the next Council meeting.  It was also reported that the moles were again active.  Michael Parson to obtain quotation for destruction.
                               -  Fencing at the Allotments - Verina Horsnell was not present.
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	6.   Youth Project & Upper Playground -  Richard Evans presented a report from the Upavon Community Group, copies of which have been circulated to Council members and will be attached to these Minutes. 
An estimate had been accepted for the provision of a tarmaced area, suitable for various ball games.  The group would like to extend this area to 480 sq. metres at a total budgeted cost of £13140.  Lines to be painted on the tarmac surfaces, relating to various games.  
It was felt that the Council should see plans for the proposed area before the contract was placed.  It was agreed that the area would be marked up and there would be a site meeting between Councillors, the contractors and Group members on Tuesday 26th September at 6.15 p.m.
It was agreed that the quotation be accepted, subject to the site inspection. 

It was proposed to purchase 3 dog waste bins, one for each entrance to the field and 1 litter bin to be placed near the entrance to the fences area.  When the bins are in place it will be necessary to arrange for their emptying.  Pat Eyre to arrange.

A meeting with Police Liaison to be arranged, regarding security.

It was reported that residents in the area would like the hedge to be removed and are prepared to undertake the work.  It was suggested that Councillors would inspect the hedge before any action was taken.
It was agreed that it was acceptable to go ahead with the purchase of litter and dog waste bins.   Pat Eyre to be informed once these are installed in order to arrange supply of orange bags etc.  It might be necessary to offer payment to whoever is responsible for emptying the bins.
It was requested that the Council be routinely provided with Minutes from the Community Group meetings.
It was requested that a check be made with KDC whether there was anything in the lease of the field which would not allow for the provision of a tarmaced area.

Charlie Shea-Simonds asked for a copy of the draft of the proposed new constitution for the group.

Alistair Gammie requested that the lines on the football field be re-done and asked about the possibility of a Portakabin  being provided as changing facilities.  He suggested that it would be possible to make a greater charge for the use of the field for matches than had been made recently.
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	7.  Village Design Statement -  Alistair Gammie reported that the VDS had been proof read and sent to Orton Design for a draft layout.  A draft had been sent to Ed White (KDC) and Tony Molland.  Alistair and Charlie Shea-Simonds had met with Ed White, who made a number of suggestions and updated the legal documentation.  His suggestions have been incorporated in the latest draft.  An electronic text copy and 2 printed copies will be sent to KDC by the end of September.  Charlie and Alistair will be meeting with Simon Orton in the next 10 days to review the centre page and take updated text.  The full planning board meeting is on October 23rd and if accepted the draft will be available for proofing by the committee within 5 days with a 7 day deadline for changes.  The finished statement will then be available within 4 weeks for circulation to the village etc.
Alistair suggested a meeting on 24th October, followed by meetings on a weekly basis until the final document is back with Simon. 
Charlie Shea-Simonds congratulated Alistair on his excellent work and thanked him on behalf of the Council

Pat Eyre reported that the 05 - 06 accounts were now ready for the internal audit.  

Pat Eyre advised the Council that figures for the proposed Precept (06 - 07) would be presented at the next meeting and asked that Council members thought about the areas of the Council’s work they were responsible for and considered what the likely spending needs would be for the next financial year.  A decision would need to be made regarding the Precept at the November meeting

Pat was also asked to inform the Council of the current bank balance and estimated amount left for spending in the current year. 
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	9.     Clerk’s Notes/Correspondence - It was possible that there would be an election for Council next May and Councillors were asked to consider whether they wished to stand for re-election.  If there was an election, then it could cost the Council around £400, which needed to be borne in mind when considering the Precept.

It was reported that Community First would be electing trustees at their coming AGM.  Further information was in the Information File or available from Pat Eyre.

It was reported that the Information files were not circulating as planned and as a result were not being returned to Pat Eyre for filing.  Pat was asked to contact all Councillors not present, asking them to return files in their possession.

The wreath for Remembrance Sunday had been ordered and would be delivered to Charlie Shea-Simonds.                   
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	10.     Items for the Magazine - Martyn Crockett to co-ordinate this.
Charlie Shea-Simonds reported that he was still negotiating with KDC regarding the removal of the litter bin by the central bus shelter, so would not be writing an article for the Magazine at this stage.  Michael Parson suggested that KDC also be asked to replace the bins at the Upper Bus Shelter and near the seat by the bridge.
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	11.     Parish Council Web Site  - Simon Bate was not present, but had sent his apologies for not updating the site recently.  Alistair Gammie was working with Simon on this.  
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	12.     Projects for 2006 - River Signs/Bridge area -  Michael Parson reported that all the work was completed.  .
The Gardens -  Richard Evans reported that the MOD will not be replacing the chain link fence.  Richard Evans was considering asking the residents whether they would be prepared to finance some improvements.
Village Work Parties - Alistair Gammie - no further progress. 
Highways - Verina Horsnell was not present.
Michael Parson reported that he would ask Impact Cleaning to clear the fallen tree on the footpath beside the pottery.
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	13.   Ongoing items - report on progress -
Handyman job list -  Michael Parson reported that all the work had been completed.

Grounds Maintenance - There would be another cut before the end of the year. 

Demolition of the toilets -  Charlie Shea-Simonds reported that the power had been cut off, but he was still waiting for a date when the demolition would be completed.  Wessex Water also had to cut off the water supply.  It was expected that this would be done within the next 30days.  Charlie had spoken to Dominic Campbell who would follow this up.
The track beside the Upper Playing Field had not yet been cleared.  
Hedge at the Allotments - Paul Cowan was not present but it was reported that the work would be completed.
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	14.  AOB - It was agreed that Alistair Fyfe would organise another daffodil planting day on Saturday October 14th, meeting at 10 a.m. outside The Ship.  £100 was approved for bulb planting.
The matter of the new Golf Club signs was raised.  Pat Eyre was asked to investigate whether these were temporary, or if not, had planning permission been granted.

It was reported that there was a magazine at Trenchard Lines which did not mention the village.  Alistair Fyfe offered to obtain some copies for Councillors.
